	d.  The Levée on masse (mass national conscription)
	e.  The Law of Suspects

Question 2:
a.  Using source 1 and your own knowledge, outline the threat the Vendee Rebellion posed to the new regime.
b. Using sources 1 and 2, outline the causes of the Vendee Rebellion.

Question 3:
a.  Using source 3, describe the methods used by the new regime to put down the Vendee Rebellion.
b. Using source 4 and your own understanding, describe how Terror legislation was used by the new regime to consolidate its power.

Question 4:
